Developing Monarch Habitat Conservation and Monitoring Activities in Canada
· Link/prioritize programs by Canadian Management Plan; species was assessed as Species at Risk, and charged with developing and implementing a management plan.
· Objectives:

· Conserve and protect all currently known key staging habitats in Canada (Fall Migration/ Journey North)

· Reduce/manage land use practices negative effects on monarch and its habitats in Canada (MLMP/ Milkweed/ Nectar Sources)

· Monitor the Canadian contribution to the North American monarch population (Fall Migration/ MLMP/ Monarch Watch)

· Fill the knowledge gaps related to climate change/milkweed abundance (Milkweed/ Journey North)

· Engaging citizens in conservation and monitoring of monarchs and their habitat (All of above)

· Cooperate with Mexico and the U.S.A. to support the protection and management of overwintering sites.
· Implementation:

· Put in place Management Implementation Groups (MIGs) consisting of government, NGO, research scientists relevant to each Canadian region and country-wide.

· Identify individuals currently doing work with monarchs in Canada, and recruit them to start using protocols and expand to general public from there.
